Evaluating and Reviewing Module Outline
Aim/Overview

To understand and demonstrate the role of assessment and review in a workshop environment. This module aims to walk attendants through a series of questions and exercises to explore issues and processes relating to assessment of workshop participants and review of their own facilitation effectiveness.

· Plan strategies to review future workshops


Delivery Notes
NSOs will determine who can deliver this module to coach development facilitators in their sport.
This module should be delivered last and is designed to pull together all the learning participants have experienced through the other modules. It involves planning, implementing and reviewing a full workshop.

The module strictly involves four key steps:

· Getting background information on processes to assess and review within a workshop environment (any NSO approved facilitator)
· Writing a plan and preparing for a workshop (individual activity)
· Implementing a workshop (individual activity to NSO requirements)

· Reviewing the workshop (individual or supervised activity as determined by the NSO)
It will involve some process of submitting evidence that these four processes have occurred, the final two to the standards required by the NSO. 
The module outline and materials supplied are based on a workshop delivery process but could be adapted for other delivery modes.  Delivery notes for each slide are included in the PowerPoint presentation.

To view the PowerPoint notes, open the ‘view’ tool bar at the top of the page and select ‘notes page’. It is recommended that a workshop facilitator adapts these materials and/or adds their own notes to suit their own presentation style and circumstances.
