• This	‘Whetū’	outlines	a	five-criteria	continuum	to	help	determine	‘as	Māori’	participation	for	the	context	o	
the He Oranga Poutama initiative.

• The	closer	an	activity	maps	to	the	criteria	in	the	inner	star,	closest	to	the	‘As	Màori’	centre,	the	more	likely
it	is	to	contribute	to	He Oranga Poutama’s	goal	of	participating	as	‘Màori’	in	sport	and	recreation.

• Dimensions	of	the	outer	star	are	strongly	aligned	to	participation	in	sport	and	recreation	by	Màori in
mainstream initiatives or events.
